 WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65400 requires each governing body to 
prepare an annual report on the status and progress in implementing the Housing 
Element, and requires submittal to the California Department of Housing and Community 
Development and the Governor’s Office of Planning and Research; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the California Department of Housing and Community Development 
uses the report as an important tool to facilitate implementation of the Housing Element 
and in tracking and monitoring progress in addressing housing needs and goals; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the City has completed the Housing Element Annual Progress Report 
for Calendar Year 2020 in the form as provided by the California Department of Housing 
and Community Development; and  
 

WHEREAS, the Housing Element Annual Progress Report was presented to the 
Economic Development, Housing and Project Management Standing Committee on 
March 9, 2021 and was recommended for adoption by the City Council; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City conducted a public hearing on March 15, 2021 to solicit public 
comments on the Housing Element and Progress report. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the foregoing recitations are true and 
correct, and are included herein by reference as findings. 
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 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of San Pablo 
authorizes the submittal of the City of San Pablo Housing Element Annual Progress 
Report for Calendar Year 2020 to the California Department of Housing and Community 
Development and the Governor’s Office of Planning and Research.
